PUBLIC SAFETY:

Sheriff’s Report: By Lt. Leach
Lt. Leach presented the monthly statistics and said that the Department has purchased two

new drones. He also said some Deputies will be participating in a local 5K run.

Fir¢/EMS Report: By Jonathon Ziehr, Acting Fire Chief
Chief Ziehr reviewed the Monthly Report and highlighted the following items:

e Captain Kokocinski and Jacob Osgood, in house mechanic, toured the HME Ahrens-

Fox fire truck manufacturing plant in Michigan.
e Chiefs Sauder and Romstadt, Captain Kokocinski, and Licutenant Vascik toured the
Sutphen fire truck manufacturing plant in Ohio.

® Department personnel continue to conduct CPR training courses and install smoke
alarms/bed shakers (for the deaf) for Township residents, as a part of their Community
Risk Reduction program. The Red Cross supplies some of the items at no cost.
Department personnel held a seminar explaining the HERO program services.
A list of site plan reviews and investigations was presented.
The monthly support services report was presented.
Chief Zichr explained that shortly after the Trustees approved the purchase of a new
Sutphen fire engine in March of 2023, a reserve engine had to be taken out of service
indefinitely. Since this equipment is critical to our operations and the Sutphen order,
which was not scheduled to be delivered for another 28 to 32 months, could not be
cancelled, Chief Ziehr looked at other options to get a new engine quickly. He is
recornmending that the Township purchase an HME fire engine in place of the Sutphin
engine, convert the existing Sutphen engine order into a Sutphen ladder truck order,
and also purchase a new Command vehicle. The HME engine will cost approximately
$150,000 less than Sutphen engine, but will commit the Township to a ladder truck
lease agreement with Sutphen, with an initial payment of $786,589 in 2025 and four
annual payments thereafter of $357,789.12. The total purchase price of ladder truck
will be $1,920,543,

from HME Ahrens-Fox, in the amount of $653,860, as presented. Seconded by
Rachel Geiger and the roll call resulted as follows:
